. s’ entrance. We expect all of our pupils to come in quietly and sensibly and of course, ready to learn!
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Pegs & Trays: In Year 3 we put our belongings in personal lockers. We also have trays for each pupil. These are there
for the children to put their possessions in, ensuring they are kept safe and that nothing gets lost! It is also a great
way to encourage their independence and start to take responsibility for their belongings.
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Pupil Drop Off: We know that drop off can be rather stressful when the children are so young! But rest assured, as soon

We strongly encourage them to sort themselves and their own belongings out. This is so very important and therefore we
kindly ask that as parents and carers you support us with this.
